The topic of the series aims to illuminate the
tension between cultural heritage on the one
hand and legacies in the form of imprints, inher-
itances and traumas on the other. As a central
instrument of national identity construction,
cultural heritage (museums, archives, cultural
monuments) is the focus of the russian attack,
while the damage and benefits of legacies of the
Soviet era (Pushkin monuments, Soviet symbols)
are hotly debated and in some cases legally
sanctioned (decommunisation). Other legacies,
such as in the area of institutions and infrastruc-
ture, often remain out of focus or — as in the
case of the Kakhovka dam — become objects of
aggression and destruction themselves.
